1st Six Weeks: Introduction to functions.  Absolute value functions, equations, and inequalities.

2nd Six Weeks: Systems of equations and inequalities.  Simplifying polynomials, and factoring.

3rd Six Weeks: Quadratic relations, equations, and inequalities.

4th Six Weeks: Square root, cube root, and cubic functions and equations.

5th Six Weeks: Rational, exponential, and logarithmic functions and equations.

6th Six Weeks: Linear, quadratic, and exponential data models.  Tying it all together.
